
Division Specific Notes 
18, 17, 16, 15 – Open Divisions 
There are 16 teams in each age division.  Two pools of 8 teams.  7 matches played over 3 days.  Top two teams 
advance to the Gold Championship Bracket, the rest of the teams go into other playoff brackets.   
 
14 – Open Divisions 
There are 12 teams in this age division.  Two pools of 6 teams.  5 matches played the first two days.  After pool 
play there is one additional match for each team on Sunday.  These additional matches are labeled as 
“Challenge” matches in the schedule, however they have no bearing on your advancement to playoffs.   The 
Challenge matches are merely an additional unique match for each team.    On Monday the top two teams 
ranked from the original pool play will advance to the Gold Championship Bracket, the rest of the teams go into 
other playoff brackets.   
 
18-Club 
This division is a standard 40 team division.  The top two teams advance each day toward the Gold. 
 
17 & 16-Club 
These divisions are a standard 48 team division.  The top two teams advance each day toward the Gold. 
 
15, 14 & 13-Club 
These divisions are a standard 32 team division.  The top two teams advance each day toward the Gold. 
 
12's  
The 12’s play only on Saturday and Sunday.  
 
On Saturday if you finish 3rd in your pool, there are several one game play offs which will determine if you 
advance into Division 1 or Division 2.   These play-off games will follow pool play at 2pm.   
 
Teams which finish 1st or 2nd in their Saturday pool, plus the two teams who win the 2pm playoff games will 
advance to the Gold Bracket on Sunday.   Sunday’s Gold bracket play has extended matches so that all teams 
are gaurenteed to play 3 matches on Sunday. 
 
The teams who did not advance into the Gold Bracket will have Division 2 pool play on Sunday.  Division 2 
teams will have no bracket play on Sunday.    
 
All Teams  
 
On Monday if you play at 9:00 am, you need to check if you are first officiating at 8 am.  Teams that play at 
9:00am and have a box around them in the brackets, will officiate first at 8 am.    Be sure you double check this 
to avoid a penalty for missing a ref assignment on Monday morning.
